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As our students get back into the swing of school, I would like to offer information on the Tennessee Education Lottery Scholarship (TELS) Program. If your child is a high school junior or senior, it is certainly not too early to be looking at options, and I hope you will find this informative and helpful.
TELS RECIPIENTS MUST MEET THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:
1)  Must have been a Tennessee resident for one year by September 1 of the year of application date.  If applicant is a dependent child of U.S. military, Tennessee National Guard on active duty, Dept. of Defense employees or full time religious workers who maintain Tennessee residency but are stationed out-of-state, child is eligible.
2)  Must apply by completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).
3)  Hope and Hope Access recipients must enroll in one of the Tennessee public colleges or universities or Tennessee private college.  They must also enroll within 16 months following high school graduation or completion of a home school or GED program. NOTE:  Enrollment at an ineligible postsecondary institution during this time will make the student permanently ineligible.
TYPES OF TENNESSEE EDUCATION LOTTERY SCHOLARSHIPS:

Tennessee HOPE Scholarship--$4,000 for 4-year institutions (and 2-year schools offering on-campus housing); $2,000 for 2-year institutions (no more than cost of attendance).  Entering freshmen must have a minimum 21 ACT or 980 SAT and overall weighted minimum 3.0 GPA.
General Assembly Merit Scholarship--$1,000 supplement to the HOPE scholarship.

Entering freshmen must have a minimum 29 ACT or 1280 SAT and overall weighted minimum 3.75 GPA.
ASPIRE Award--$1,500 supplement to the HOPE scholarship.  Must meet HOPE requirements and have gross income of $36,000 or less on IRS tax form.

HOPE Access Grant--$2,750 for 4-year institutions (and 2-year schools offering on-campus housing); $1,750 for 2-year institutions.  Entering freshmen must have a minimum 18-20 ACT / 860-970 SAT and overall weighted minimum 2.75 GPA, and gross income of $36,000 or less on IRS tax form.
Wilder-Naifeh Technical Skills Grant--$2,000 (no more than cost of attendance). Recipient must enroll in a certificate or diploma program at a Tennessee Technology Center, cannot be a prior recipient of HOPE scholarship or Wilder-Naifeh grant.

Helping Heroes Grant--$1,000 per semester for a student who successfully completes 12 or more semester hours with no failing grade as the final grade for the course, or $500 per semester for 6 to 11 semester hours with no final failing grade.     Recipient must be an honorably discharged veteran who formally served the armed forces of the United States, or a former member of a reserve or Tennessee National Guard unit who was called into active military service of the United States.
Tennessee Rural Health Loan Forgiveness Program--Award shall not exceed $12,000 per academic year.  Recipient must agree to practice medicine or dentistry in a health resource shortage area for one year for each year of funding in this program after becoming a Tennessee licensed physician, dentist, osteopathic physician, physician assistant, or nurse practitioner with Tennessee certification of fitness.  Other rules apply. See www.collegepaystn.com/mon_college/ruralhlth.htm for details.

Tennessee Math & Science Teacher Loan Forgiveness program--Provides financial assistance to Tennessee public school teachers seeking an advanced degree in a math or a science, or a certification to teach math or science.  Loan forgiveness requires employment in a Tennessee public school system two (2) years for each year of loan funding received.  Subject to certain conditions, this program provides $2,000 per academic year, not to exceed $10,000 for all years.  See www.collegepaystn.com/mon_college/math_science.htm for details.
